Volunteer Guidelines:

DO NOT participate if in the last 14 days you:
e showed any symptoms related to COVID-19 as identified by the Centers for Disease Control
e Have been around anyone who has tested positive for COVID-19

e Been to an event with more than 250 people

DO NOT participate if you live with, or are in frequent contact with people in higher-risk categories for
contracting the virus (People who are: unvaccinated, over 65 years of age, people with
immunodeficiency, and/or have underlying health issues).

DO NOT participate if you are not comfortable with the task being asked. Please ask our Hands4Hope
staff about possible risks associated with the task before any event.

DO take the precautions listed below:

e Clean and wash your hands for 20 seconds before, during (if possible), and after participation. If
soap and water are not available to wash your hands, use a hand sanitizer and be sure to cover all
surfaces of your hands and rub them together until they feel dry. DO NOT wipe dry.

e Maintain a six foot distance and avoid any physical contact with other participants and staff
members.

e Cover your cough and sneeze with your elbow or a tissue and wash or sanitize your hands each
time.

e Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth with unwashed hands.
